CCC (Curriculum Coordinating Council), SAC (Subject Area Committees), school/grade collaboration, common assessments, PDCA (Plan-Do-

Check-Act), and vertical/horizontal content specific communication!  These are just a few research-based initiatives that Mitchell County 

Middle School (MCMS) has implemented in order to show continuous gains in student achievement.  We INSPECT what we EXPECT!! 

 

Although MCMS has come a long way, we know that we must continue to implement best practices if we expect to maintain student success.  

We also know that if we expect our high school graduation rate to continue its path of success, we must ensure that we are sending students to 

the high school well-prepared.  We have proven that the caliber of students we teach on a day-to-day basis does not dictate student success.  

Mitchell County Middle School’s CRCT averages for the 2010-2011 school year are as follow: approximately 91% in math and 94% in reading. 

After the administration of the 2011 CRCT, teachers accelerated students in the areas of reading/language 

and math in all grades. Remediation sessions were also scheduled for those eight students who did not pass the first administration of the test. 

If it could be stated, 

the evidence supports that we are a 90-90-90 school:  90% academic achievement, 90% free-and-reduced lunch, and 90% minority population.  

If this is not success, then I don’t know what is.  Because of our progress, 45 students exceeded in reading and math on the 2011 CRCT and 

were afforded an opportunity to dine at Ryan’s Steakhouse on Wednesday, May 18, 2011.  Approximately 340 students who passed reading and 

math had an opportunity to go to Wild Adventures theme park on Monday, June 6, 2011.  The student body also participated in a CRCT Fun 

Day (water slides, games, food, volleyball, etc.) on Thursday, June 2, 2011.  Other celebrations included a Sixth Grade Jam that was held 

Thursday, May 19, 2011; 7th Grade Fish Fry, and 8th Grade Pizza/Barbecue Day on Friday, May 27, 2011.  

 

 Our students worked very hard this past year and the faculty and staff wanted them to know that we appreciated all of their efforts and hard 

work.  With all this said, we thank the Superintendent and the Board of Education for their support.  The administrators, faculty, and staff will 

continue to strive to make “great things” happen on behalf of students at Mitchell County Middle School.

Mitchell County School System’s Nutrition Program  
The Mitchell County School Nutrition program strives to promote wellness by serving nutritious, enjoyable, high quality and economical meals 

for breakfast and lunch.  We provide breakfast to Mitchell County School System students at no charge.  South Mitchell County Elementary 

School and North Mitchell County Elementary School students’ price for lunch will be $1.50 for full price meal and $.40 for a reduced price 

meal.  Mitchell County Middle School, Mitchell County High School, 9th Grade Academy and Baconton Community Charter School students’ 

price for lunch will be $1.75 for full price meal and $.40 for a reduced price meal. 

 

Free and Reduced Meal Applications for school year 2012 is posted on our website and will be available during Open House. It is important that 

each household fill out a family application.  Only one application needs to be completed per household regardless of the number of stu-

dents you have enrolled in school.  That information will serve every student listed on that one application.  If an application is not on file, the 

student will pay full price for the lunch meal until the application is completed and approved by the School Nutrition Office.  We cannot approve 

an application that is not complete, so be sure to fill out all required information and sign the form.  Children in households getting SNAP or 

TANF and foster children can get free meals regardless of your income.  Also, your children can get free price meals if your household income is 

within the free limits on the Federal Income Guidelines. 

 

The Mitchell County School Nutrition Program invites and encourages all students to participate in the meal program.  The program will contin-

ue to follow state and federal guidelines and provide offer vs. serve meals.  This means, instead of putting every component on a student’s plate, 

we provide them with choices.  The student may take all five components.  However, according to state regulations, three components make a 

reimbursable meal.  The purpose in the offer vs. serve program is to allow students to choose foods they enjoy and will eat, so that food is not 

wasted. 

 

The school system will use student identification numbers again this year.  Please send money for lunch for your student beginning the first 

day of school unless you have been notified that your child is classified as free.   
 

We are excited this year to offer online payments.  Instructions for setting up your online payment are posted on the School Nutrition Department 

webpage at http://www.mitchell.k12.ga.us/, click on Departments, School Nutrition, then scroll down and look for the mySchoolBucks icon.  If 

you decide to send your child’s lunch money, please be sure to provide the child’s name, homeroom teacher’s name and the last four digits of the 

child’s social security number on the outside of the envelope in which you send the prepayment.  It is our sincere desire to provide our students 

healthy meals that contribute to their nutritional well being and performance at school and work. 

 

The Mitchell County School System’s charge policy states that a child may charge up to five (5) times then he/she will be served a peanut butter 

and jelly sandwich, fruit and milk.  A note is generated every Friday to be sent home with a child that owes money.  In mySchoolBucks, you can 

have a reminder sent to your email when your child’s funds are low.
