Ms. Jones is 

allowing students in her classroom to flip the traditional classroom model, where students struggle through 

lectures in class and are left completely alone to do homework by using the APPLE iPad and the iOS app 

entitled ñShowMe.ò Students in Ms. Jonesô class are currently creating lessons on the 3rd grade standards 

of Numbers and Operations by recording themselves teach the lesson, as if they are the teacher. As 

teachers know firsthand, teaching a particular subject helps you better understand it yourself. By putting 

ShowMe into students' hands, Ms. Jones is allowing her students to learn by teaching and to help 

themselves and other 3rd graders truly master a topic, not just 

prep for it.

Rain Clouds in a Jar

First Graders at NMCES continue to learn about the fascinating world of weather. During 

discussion of different types of precipitation, students completed a science experiment that 

described the features of rain clouds and how they are formed.  The materials for this 

experiment included shaving cream, water, clear cups or jars, blue food coloring, and pipettes 

or droppers.  First, the students filled their jars or containers 3/4 of the way with water and 

then top it with shaving cream. They allowed a few minutes for the shaving cream to fully 

settle on top of the water.  Then, the teacher mixed several drops of blue food coloring with a 

little bit of water in a bowl and allowed students to fill their pipettes or droppers with blue water and squeeze it onto 

their cloud.  Finally, the students inserted the tip of the pipette into the cloud to help the cloud fill.  Students 

squeezed more and more blue water into the cloud.  As the cloud fills with water it will begin to rain. Students 

ended with writing about what they observed during the experiment. This was a simple, fun, and exciting 

experiment that the students LOVED!!  Standards: S1E1. Students will observe, measure, and communicate 

weather data to see patterns in weather and climate. S1E2. Students will observe and record changes in water as it 

relates to weather.
